If We Had Only Known

Grace, mercy, and peace be to you from God our Father and from our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  Amen.

Text: (Acts 2:29-36 ESV) ““Brothers, I may say to you with confidence about the patriarch David that he both died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. Being therefore a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that he would set one of his descendants on his throne, he foresaw and spoke about the resurrection of the Christ, that he was not abandoned to Hades, nor did his flesh see corruption. This Jesus God raised up, and of that we all are witnesses. Being therefore exalted at the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy Spirit, he has poured out this that you yourselves are seeing and hearing. For David did not ascend into the heavens, but he himself says,


 “ ‘The Lord said to my Lord, Sit at my right hand, 


until I make your enemies your footstool.’ 

Let all the house of Israel therefore know for certain that God has made him both Lord and Christ, this Jesus whom you crucified.””

1. No one could know

2. That’s the point

a) Wearing royal robes, people act differently

b) How fast U drive when squad behind you?

C. Similar situation in today’s text

1. People crucified J

2. Peter points out Who J really is

3. People acted in zeal

4. Seemed like right thing 2do

5. So wrong

6. Crucified 4 blasphemy

a) Law: claim 2b God

b) Must die

c) Problem: J didn’t claim 2b

d) Really is

e) Proved w/ Word & deed

II. Should’ve recognized J

A. Wasn’t disguised as frog

B. Still, God in flesh

But showed self 2b God

1. Taught w/ wisdom & authority

2. Never heard anything like

3. Still considered wisest man ever lived even by detractors

4. Wisdom ≠ God

C. Also showed w/ miracles

1. Restored sight 2 blind & hearing 2 deaf

2. No OT prophet could

3. Raised dead, even Lazarus (4 days)

Fed thousands on handful/food

4. Many more miracles

D. Wonder how didn’t recognize Him

III. We don’t recognize J

A. Don’t B so quick 2 judge

B. How differently would U act were J standing next 2 U?

1. Would U tell J about horrible neighbors? (gossip)

2. If J teaching Bible class, U come?

3. Or if J asked U to introduce Him to ur friends, would U?

a) Wouldn’t b cool: “Hey, like U to meet my friend, J”

b) Most famous guy in history here 2 hang w/ me

c) Come meet Him!

C. So given He is here

1. U know that

2. Why not act like it?

3. Still gossip: who’s talk/town this week?

a) “You wouldn’t believe…”

b) Story u’d share in person’s presence?

4. J does teach Bible Class

a) Word/God given 4U

b) He offers insight into heart/God

c) HS strengthens faith 2 defend vs devil

d) Don’t have time 2 listen 2 J

5. When’s last time introduced friend 2 J?

a) Sing “What a friend…”

b) Like High School: if not part/your clique, excluded

c) Can B friends w/ when other friends not around

d) But when friends around, avoid mentioning Him

e) If U friends w/ other celebrity, love 2 name-drop

f) “J? Uh, yeah, He’s OK.”

g) How would U feel if He treated U like that?

(1) Ashamed2 know U?

(2) Get 2 heaven, J says 2 Father & Spirit, “Uh, yeah, I know that one, sort of.”

(4) Snob: wouldn’t give me time/day

(5) Too busy w/ own clique talking/other people

(6) Wouldn’t let Me into group

IV. Thank God J not like us

A. Came specifically 2b rejected

1. Should’ve been glorified & praised

2. Instead, rejected & nailed 2 cross

3. Suffered & died to save people who didn’t have time 4 Him

4. Suffered shame 4 those ashamed/Him

B. Because/J, God not ashamed/us

1. Knows us

2. But doesn’t see sin

3. Father rejected J, too

4. When J on cross, God said, “J? Can’t stand the guy—worst sinner ever. Hate him!”

5. So wouldn’t have 2 reject us

6. Because saw our sin in J

7. No longer sees sin in us

C. God doesn’t disguise His love

1. Wants us w/ Him

2. Thinks we’re great b/c sees J’s goodness in us

3. Brings us into Kingdom 2b w/ Him 4ever iJN. Amen.
