Evangelism Moment

The District Missions Board has asked me to share some thoughts and ideas on simple evangelism ideas for individuals and congregations. Sometimes, these will just be a collection of tips, but this month, with Christmas and other special services approaching, I’d like to share some holiday-specific ideas.

· The Ongoing Ambassadors for Christ have a business card-size “Good News Card” that displays John 3:16 with blanks for the person’s name. (See a sample at oafc.org.) Make and print something similar to use as gift tags on Christmas presents, or simply make gift tags that, instead of “To:” say “Jesus came to save:” or the like. Write your name on the back so they know the source of the present.

· If you have a Living Nativity in your area, invite a friend to go with you, then go out for dessert or coffee afterward. This will give you an opportunity to tell that friend about God becoming one of us, even in a little baby.

· Invite a friend to Advent services. It’s a great way to get away from all the stress of the month of December. Say something like, “The service is at 7, so how about I pick you up at 6:45?”

· Invite friends to Christmas Eve services. If they’re feeling self-conscious, assure them that the place is always packed with people from all over on Christmas Eve, so they’ll blend right in. Again, offer to pick them up.

· Get together with friends and rent a movie like The Nativity Story. Make sure you have lots of refreshments.

· Place a tract in all of your Christmas Cards. (Contact your local OAFC team for some great “Assurance of Heaven” tracts or contact me—I’m not leading a team any more, but I have lots of leftover tracts.) Make sure you put them in all of your cards, not just the people you think need to read them. Everyone needs to hear the Gospel again and again.

· Invite friends to your church’s Sunday School Christmas program, then have them over to your house for coffee and dessert.
