According to Jimmy the Groundhog (or the Farmer’s Almanac, whichever you consider more authoritative), there’s a decent chance you’ll be spending some time inside this spring to avoid rough weather. So while you’re inside checking your email or surfing the web, here’s some ideas how to share Christ with your virtual contacts.

· If you use Facebook or another social networking site, use your updates to express your faith. “…is having a bad day. The promise of the Resurrection keeps me going.” “…has been reading [a Bible passage]. (Include an insight you gained from that passage.)” Look at your profile and ask, “How can I show Christ here in an honest and genuine way?” (Don’t be fake! Your friends know you!)

· Pastors and DCE’s, get on Facebook, see who from your church is signed up, and send them friend requests. Look at their friends list for others you may know. This is a great way to be in touch with some of your members on a daily basis, even your members who are currently away at college. When they’re having a rough day, tell them you’re praying for them—and do so!

· All email applications have signature settings. Create a “sig line” with your name and favorite Bible verse. Make sure you include the actual verse, not just the reference—people won’t go look it up. If you participate in online forums, check out the signature options there as well.

· Start a blog on one of your hobbies. Share your thoughts, and when you can work it in, express your faith. E.g. if you like scrapbooking, scan in your layouts and talk about how you made them, but also talk about how God has blessed you through the people whose photos you preserve.

· And always spend time in the Word and in prayer, asking God to open your eyes to opportunities to share His love and for courage to do so when the opportunity comes.
