Catechetical point: Explain the Trinity.

Message: Which person of the Trinity died to take away our sins? †

Out of the Darkness: Light

I. Introduction

A. Sir Isaac Newton had replica/solar system

1. Large yellow ball in center

2. Planets represented by balls on rods

3. Cogs & belts made move, replicating orbits

4. Atheist friend came while Newton studying model

5. “Amazing! Who made for you?”

6. “No one. All balls, cogs, belts, gears just came together by chance & began revolving w/ perfect timing”

7. How much more ridiculous 2 think universe by chance?

B. Instead, see in creation account amazing order from chaos

1. Begins w/ darkness & goo

2. Word brings order

a) Light from darkness

b) Atmosphere w/ just right combination 4 life

c) Dry land from muck

d) Life from non-life in same order

e) All set into perfect motion

II. Sometimes act like all random

A. Think we have control/lives

1. Worst feeling: no control

2. Someone hurting, want 2 fix

3. Want best 4 kids but can’t stop mistakes

B. Panic

1. Economy slumps: world panics

2. Barely pay bills: how 2 survive?!

3. Political change: half country rejoices, other half panics

4. Terror threat levels tell how much 2 panic

5. Even low gas prices: nervous prices will rise again—what will we do?

C. As if alone in world

1. If life determined by chaos, reason 2 panic

2. Not so

3. Xmas: Immanuel: God is with us

4. Same Word/brought creation became flesh

III. Sin brought chaos from order

A. When God made world, said “good”

1. God’s definition/good: perfect

B. People brought sin

1. Threw perfect order out/whack

2. Messed everything

3. Not even close/perfect any more

4. Causes all chaos that makes us panic

IV. X came 2 restore order

A. When we = chaos

B. God solved

C. Sent Word into flesh

1. Born/virgin, laid in manger

2. Underwent opposite/creation: destruction on cross

3. In doing, restored us 2 God’s order

D. Still bringing order w/ Word

1. Didn’t just create & leave

2. Still provides all we need

3. Will keep & preserve us: today, end of the age 2 eternity. IJN, Amen.
