5. People singing & waving palm branches—traditional welcome for king

B. Then everything went horribly wrong

1. “Friend, you betray me with a kiss?”

2. “Are you a king?”

3. And then the shouts: “Crucify him!”

4. Then the scourging, mocking, spitting

5. The rest was a blur

a) “Father, forgive them—don’t know what doing”

b) “My God, My God, why have you forsaken me?!”

c) “It is finished!”

d) Spear & tomb

C. Then all confusing

1. Women come running, talking nonsense

2. Empty tomb, angels

3. Day seemed to drag, trying to figure out what going on

4. Then saw for themselves

5. Jesus appeared in locked room

6. :”Peace to you.” (Announcement that † = forgiveness)

2. 1st Easter when ate fish & honeycomb to prove alive

3. Comes 2 eat w/ us, offering self for forgiveness/sins

5. Ultimate Easter Breakfast: 1st meal of final res’n

C. Announcement “He is risen!” because no greater news; deserves repetition

2. Remember another feast coming

4. On last Easter, res’n day that never ends iJN. Amen.
