c) Star = “Needs extra help”

(2) Need to get cleaned up b4 track mess in

(3) God doesn’t want mess in Kingdom

(4) Not good 4 us

e) Confess sin: acknowledge what God already knows

(1) Not telling new

(2) Simply saying, “You’re right”

IV. Good thing God covers sin

A. God already seen sin on X

1. Already took out hatred on X †

2. Blood/X hidden sin/God

a) Not hidden = “will be revealed”

b) Hidden = “gone 4 good”

B. Great news 4 us

1. Don’t need to hide sin

2. Don’t need to make excuses

3. Don’t need to worry/sin or not?

4. Simply confess

5. When in doubt, confess

6. Either way, UR good

C. God’s response

1. Forgiven b4 committed

2. Washed clean by Baptism

3. Sins forgotten

4. Through Baptism, each day fresh start until last day

5. That day, no longer need fresh starts

6. Perfect life forever iJN. Amen.
