Big News?

Back in March, 2005, the scientific world generated considerable excitement over the discovery of soft tissue in a Tyrannosaurus Rex bone. Such a discovery, soft tissue surviving 70 million years, was thought impossible. The only explanation the scientific world could offer was that we know little about the fossilization process.

In the late 1990’s, a similar bone was discovered to contain soft mummified collagen, but this seems to have gone unnoticed by the greater scientific community, or at least the journals dedicated to such topics.

Other discoveries you won’t hear much about are the studies of the effects of water on rock dating and the results of carbon dating of dinosaur fossils. (Carbon dating is only used on fossils believed to be thousands of years old, not millions, because the element, Carbon-14, detected in carbon dating is believed to break down before the millions of years believed to be the dates of these fossils, so why bother carbon-dating them, right?)

Yet those who believe in a young earth (thousands, not billions of years) are not surprised by these findings at all. We have a first-hand account of the world’s creation from the Creator Himself. We also know that “Young Earth” scientists examine the same evidence as “Macro-Evolution” scientists but have drastically different interpretations. Why? Because we young-earthers have an inside track. We know that the world was covered in water during the days of Noah and that the rains of the flood were accompanied by earthquakes, volcanic eruptions, and geysers (Gen 8:2). This not only accounts for the lower isotope level in rocks and fossils, thus making them appear older, but also explains the volcanic ash layer found around the world at about the same time. Ultimately, it comes down to the question posed by God to Job, which is the only book in Scripture that vividly describes dinosaurs coexisting with humans, where He says,

(Job 38:2-4) “Who is this that darkens my counsel with words without knowledge? Brace yourself like a man; I will question you, and you shall answer me. Where were you when I laid the earth’s foundation? Tell me, if you understand.”

As scientists continue to revise their theories about the origin of the earth, we can rest easy knowing that God has already given us the ultimate truth in His Word that we may judge all other truths by. And since we can know God’s Word is true, we can also rest easy that the Word that became flesh on Christmas has paid for our sin and won for us eternal life by His death on the cross. No matter what anyone says, even an angel from heaven, you can be sure that this is most certainly true.
