B. Most is useless

II. How about our value?

A. Even in the world’s eyes (Lower standards)

1. Maybe a few with advanced degrees

2. Live in small towns (Even Point & Waupaca)

3. No one famous

B. In God’s eyes

1. God sends us to tell others about Him: we don’t

2. God tells us to keep His commandments: We don’t

3. How many times a day do you fail God? If you had an appliance that unreliable, what would you do with it?

III. This week: Kimmy & paper: crumpled -> Joyful

A. So God does with us, yet different

1. He takes the crumpled paper

2. Flattens, mends, completely reworks if necessary

3. Sends us off to show His skill & beauty to others

B. Why does He bother?

1. Could use someone more capable

2. Could use someone famous

3. Instead, He chose the nobodies

4. Why? Because He made us “somebodies” by dying on the cross & making us Sons of God, loving us as He loves Jesus

IV. Can we be proud of being chosen?

A. God finds value in us because He bought us, not vice versa

B. He gives us our value—it’s not from us

C. Instead of pride, we are thankful

D. We serve Him in thankfulness because we are no longer useless.
