Text: Two are better than one, because they have a good return for their work: If one falls down, his friend can help him up. But pity the man who falls and has no-one to help him up! Also, if two lie down together, they will keep warm. But how can one keep warm alone? Though one may be overpowered, two can defend themselves. A cord of three strands is not quickly broken. (Ecclesiastes 4:9-12, NIV).

I. Two are better than one

A. If one falls, the other can help him up

1. Physically: take care of each other

2. Emotionally: offer shoulder to cry on & ear to hear

3. Spiritually: Pray together & keep each other in God’s Word

B. Defend each other

1. Important for a couple

2. Free exchange of ideas (a house divided against itself cannot stand)

3. Stand united against anything or anyone who might separate you

II. Three is better than two

A. While two can help each other, a third gives strength to both

B. Jesus will strengthen your bond

C. He allows us to stand before God

D. Restored our connection with God by dying on the cross

III. Three are one

A. He is with you to guide you

B. He strengthens your bond by being the “glue”

C. As long as He’s between you, you can’t be separated

IV. Keep Jesus between you, share His love with each other, and together, share His love with the world, because He gave it to you
